YouTube Art Talks Online
The chances are, that if you want to find a talk about an artist or art movement, you may find something to see, from a gallery talk, a former TV programme, TV presenter, or even a u3a Group Leader. YouTube is part of Google and the best way to search is in Google “YouTube Artist/ Subject/Art Movement”
Here’s just a few I have found online:
Nigel Humphreys - YouTube
Nigel is the u3a Group Leader from Aberystwyth in Mid Wales, who since lockdown does his group talks online. There are over 40 talks about a wide range of Artists and subjects.
Andrew Graham-Dixon - YouTube
Famous for his series on TV, and on videos, including the Art of Spain, Germany, and other countries. The Art of Russia is currently available on his YouTube Channel. He now has a variety of talks, from just a few minutes to around an hour in length, the shorter ones look at many of the well known works. The All You Need to Know About Art is in 9 parts and there is also a four-part talk on the Medici family. 
Waldemar Januszczek @PerspectiveArts
Waldemar, the funny guy whose TV Programmes always have a slightly wacky but informative look at many Art, Artists and Art Movements, does YouTubes Art Perspective videos on a wide range of subjects.
Another funny guy, Michael Palin, did some TV Art Programmes for the BBC and some of these are available on YouTube, Danish painter Willhelm Hammershoi , Andrew Wyeth and the Colourists are included.
Type “What Do Artists Do All Day” into YouTube and you will find 44 videos of various artists, including Tracey Emin, Jack Vettriano, Anthony Gormley and Peter Blake.

Type Bauhaus into YouTube and you will find around a dozen videos on this important Art Movement.
Type in Baroque, and you won’t be disappointed, although Waldemar provides quite a few on one of his favourite subjects.
The same will apply to many Art movements and Artists.
Galleries will often include items on their important works or something about the restoration of one of its’ works. Here are a couple from The National Gallery London
